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Implementation Standard for Professionalism

Institutions will hire qualified mathematics faculty, and these faculty will engage in ongoing
professional development and service.

Institutions must be proactive in recruiting candidates with diverse backgrounds and hiring
the most qualified mathematics faculty possible. Once hired, faculty must continually upgrade and
improve their mathematics knowledge, stay current with new theories of learning and teaching, and
be active in the college and the profession. The institution should support mathematics faculty by
providing opportunities for faculty to learn and grow in their profession.

Implementing the Vision

Thoughtful integration and implementation of all principles and standards presented in
Beyond Crossroads is an ongoing process that requires focus on the improvement of student learning
in mathematics and on professionalism of faculty. The cooperative engagement of the principles, the
1995 Standards, and the Implementation Standards is synergistic. Putting as many Standards into
action as possible has a greater effect on the improvement of student learning than any individual
Standard implemented in isolation. Implementing the vision requires systemic efforts, supported by
the entire educational enterprise — preschools, schools, colleges, universities, and professional
societies — as well as other educational stakeholders — the public, government entities, business and
industry, and public and private funding agencies. Each person has a responsibility and must take
the necessary actions. The Implementation Standards presented in Beyond Crossroads outline that
implementation process.
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
