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Abstract 
In this paper, a study was designed to explore mathematics majors engaged in Calculus writing 
prompts. An analysis for both the derivative and integral writing prompts were completed. The 
results indicate that the mathematics majors could solve derivative and integral problems, however, 
some were unable to articulate their mathematical thinking and the thinking of others. 
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
